10. Throw garbasge in dustbins only. Carry wrappers or empty cigarette packets until you find a bin to trash it.
11. Respect the laws of the land. There are penalties for breaking rules any tour operators can't help much.

12. It is important to keep the coaches clean. Drivers do not allow eating, drinking and smoking in the
coaches.

Don't
